® Page size must be the same as the
document size. For example, do not
create a 8.5x11 page in the middle of
a 11x17 document.

e Ensure that any crop or registration

marks are offset .125"” from trim.

Supplying PDF files for print production can be a
very efficient workflow. However, when
preparing PDF files the responsibility of preflight
and softproofing is solely that of the author.

The artwork should be prepared using our
"Digital File Preparation Guidelines." All PDF's
submitted must be created using the settings
outlined here.

Be sure to check the PDF to the original artwork
and that it meets our guidelines. If you have
Acrobat 6 or higher you can "preflight" your PDF
to ensure it will print OK.

Since PDF is a file format that is not intended to
be altered, any PDF's that do not meet these
guidelines will be returned.
